JAMES “JIM” KNUDSEN: 
 
Jim Knudsen, 62 years old, a lifetime Alameda County resident.  40 years in Law Enforcement. Six years for 
Oakland Police as a Jailer. 34 years with the Alameda County Sheriff's Office.  Experience working in Jails, 
Courts, Civil, Patrol, Detective, Supervisor, Sergeant, Press Information Officer, and Public Relations.

The last personal story Jim tells is when, 
while performing coroner duties at the horrific Oakland Hills Firestorm, in 1991, he met the families of the two 
heroes, the police officer and firefighter that were responsible for saving many lives, then were killed while 
going back into the inferno to try and save still more lives. 
 
In sum, the families of these four heroes were helped by the 100 Club and it made a major impression on Jim. 
So much so, that he vowed not to just join but to be a worker helping the MK 100 Club anyway he can. 
 
CHARLES “CHARLEY” C. PLUMMER: 
 
Charley is the longest serving police officer in California history, with 54 years of service.  He started in 
Berkeley (when Truman was president) in 1952. He worked his way up to acting Chief in Berkeley.  In 1976 he 
was hired by Hayward as their Chief of Police.  Ten years later he ran for Sheriff of Alameda County and 
served 20 hears in that capacity. Charley Plummer was elected to the Sheriff’s post five times, with four of the 
elections being unopposed, which is unheard of in Alameda County.  
 
Charley serves on the Board of the Boy Scouts of America, St. Rose Hospital, and Salvation Army to name a 
few.  He is a past president of the Rotary Club of Hayward.
